These drawings allowed me to feel the project’'s atmosphere and experiment with a continuous line drawing of the same objects while doing
each drawing at different times lengths, with music and looking from different perspectives exploring porosity.

The initial atmospheric fast models sparked ideas about forensic approach exploration that accompanied me throughout the entire project.
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Exploring atmospheric iterations helped me find the initial ideas and qualities using laser cut workshop, model making, sketching, and
tracing clues of the existing Car Wash site.

Atrium in social heart area - Here forensic lectures are held, and various
unsolved murder cases are discussed. The sittings, the road that runs
through a part of this floor, and the suspended pages with stories that
proceed to print are a reflection of the shape of the road that runs
across the building on the ground level.

Writers / Readers open area - Here is one
where writers and readers
can choose to make investigations, write
mysteries, read and discuss. Each furnishing
device is equipped with rolls of paper for
drawing and writing, and there are also built-
in shelves for paper.

Stairs - lead to the first floor.

Print / bind zone - Here, the workers pick up handwritten mystery stories
on the paper clipped to suspended chains on an automated conveyor

mounted from the ceiling.

Writers / Readers open social
heart area - Here is the frosted
glass panel, which writers use to
analyse cases. Behind the panel,
there are suspended furnishing
devices equipped with rolls of
paper for writing and drawing.
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Printing paper cutting area -
Here, workers select the paper,
cut it and print the mystery
stories.
